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In faith we trust

The Supreme Court should ideally have been
forewarned. After making two controversial
pronouncements within a month, it was only to be expected
that its orders would either be lampooned by many or
defied with impunity. Since both the issues are related to
matters of faith, the apex court may do well to reconsider
how far it should go to intervene in such issues. Its verdict
allowing the entry of women of all ages into the precincts
of the Ayyappa Temple on Sabarimala Hill was predictably
met with fierce resistance including from women of Kerala
who claimed they had no wish to desecrate” the abode of
a celibate god. According to local belief, Ayyappa is a
celibate deity and must not be “distracted” the presence
or touch of women of masturbating age; hence the age-
old ban on women between the ages of 10 and 50 from
entering the shrine. Rationalists, brought up on
Westernised logic may consider this laughable as idols
constructed in stone, wood or metal would generally be
regarded as inanimate. But many Hindu devotees attribute
human characteristics to idols once they are installed and
a ritual called “pran-pratishtha”(bestowing of life) is
conducted. In a country where even trees are often
worshipped as sacred, it is not surprising that the Ayyappa
idol evokes such strongly divine belief. In this background,
the Supreme Court’s order opening the doors of the temple
to both sexes irrespective of age, has fallen flat. No woman
between the ages of contention was allowed to enter the
shrine during the five days that its doors were opened
this season. Judging by the vocal resistance to the apex
court’s order, it is unlikely that the next spell of 30 days
when the gates would open next month, will be any
different.

Similarly, the judiciary’s attempt to enforce “green” laws
on Diwali festivities seems pre-destined to failure. Only
the learned judges may know how law-enforcement
officers can prevent the bursting of firecrackers before 8
pm and after 10 pm as decreed by the apex court. The
chances are that even police personnel entrusted to curtail
Diwali festivities would join the revellers. Further, the idea
of fixing the chemical content of firecrackers to ensure
they do not emit toxic fumes and decibel levels stay within
permissible parameters, may be a welcome stipulation,
but would be impossible to enforce. The deeply-held belief
that when Lord Ram returned to Ayodhya after slaying
demon-king Ravana, he was greeted by lamps lit by the
town’s residents who also burst crackers to ward off evil
spirits on a moonless night, is so ingrained that no order
issued by a 21st Century court can shake it. Thus, it will
be seen as an unwarranted interference in the domain of
public faith and robustly rebuffed. The courts must
reconsider if orders that are certain to be rejected at the
altar of faith and, in any case, are impossible to enforce,
should be prescribed at all lest they bring the majesty of

justice itself into disrepute.

Pitfalls of unchecked
migration to the fore

The movement of people
from rural to urban areas
(within/or outside a
country) is often depicted
by two interchangeable
words: Urbanisation or
migration. Today, more
than half of the world’s
population lives in urban
areas. As per the United
Nations Population Division
(2014), while the most
developed regions (MDR)
have higher urbanisation
than the less developed
regions (LDR) of the world,
urbanisation for both
groups is anticipated to
continue to rise with
urbanisation in LDRs
towering the speediest.
Evidence remains mixed for
the success or failure of
such an activity, depending
upon the stage of
development of different
nations. Unfortunately, the
same is proven to be
stigmatised for Asian
nations, like India. Often,
urbanisation is linked to
worsening environmental
conditions. While migration
to urban centers can mainly
be associated with
increasing slums, greater
population density,
resultant pollution and
traffic jams, among other
reasons behind the same,
governance has emerged to
play the most pertinent
underlying cause in the
developing world and more
specifically in Asia.

Bad governance (under
urbanisation due to land-
use changes) along with
poor infrastructure and
insufficient service delivery,
have witnessed not less
than a havoc-like situation
in India in the form of

floods in Kerala, the bridge
collapse in Kolkata and
many other precedences. It
has already been argued
that governance cannot be
imported. This raises a
question: Whether
migration should be treated
as a problem or a process?

It is often said that
governance is expected to
begin from rural-urban
linkages. To resolve such
shift concerns, India has
adopted schemes like
MGNREGA (to ensure the
livelihood security in rural
areas to contain migration)
in the recent past. But none
of them have given much
success to realise the
economic gains of deterring
incentive to intra-country
migration, mainly due to
lack of sustainability of such
schemes. There seems to
be an imbalance between
the generation of work and
prospective demand along
with unequal distribution.
Poor public services in
terms of basic necessities,
like water, sanitation and
health in rural areas,
actually trigger unchecked
migration to urban areas.
Moreover, villages face the
worse form of retention of
such services and schemes.
In recent times, poor urban
governance has given rise
to yet another problem in
the form of solid waste
management and disposal,
which is mostly prevalent in
urban regions of the nation.
Further, this also raises
questions about corruption
and political lobbies behind
mega cities, especially
MCDs to clean the
respective regions under
their jurisdiction.
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Bhutan: Atourist’s paradise

Known for its scenic
beauty, cultural diversity and
tradition, the tiny mountain
kingdom of Bhutan is a tourist
destination par excellence.
Above all, it offers a template
for sustainable living

Bhutan, also known as
Druk-Yul (meaning the land of
the thunder dragon), the
closest neighbour and a time-
tested friend of India, was in
news a few months ago due
to the Doklam stand-off
between India and China.
However, the Indian people’s
interests in this beautiful
country lies is much more than
this stand-off as the country
witnesses a large bunch of
tourists who flock Bhutan in
record numbers every year. In
return, they enrich its
economy as tourism is the
second largest source of
revenue after export of
hydroelectricity.

Bhutan was the first
country in the world to coin
the word ‘Gross Domestic
Happiness’ to signify its
development index. It
attained international acclaim
for this unique venture. It is
also officially the only carbon
negative country in the world
and it emerged as a world
leader in evolving
revolutionary climate change
policies.

This writer has always
been fascinated with the
people of Bhutan. After two
successful visits, he latched on
an opportunity to visit the
beautiful country again during
the month of October to enjoy
its pristine beauty and culture
once again. The purpose of
this article is to discuss what
makes Bhutan a unique nation
in the world where the people
love their King much more
than anything else in their life
and the King considers himself
as a true servant of the
people.

The writer observed
several facets of Bhutanese
life closely and would like to
put forth certain things that
the Indian Government as well

as the citizens can emulate
from this tiny little nation of
eight lakh people living in
38,000 sq mt area.

The name Bhutan is
derived from the ancient
Indian term ‘Bhotania’ which
means the end of the land of
the Bhots (Bhots meaning
Tibet). Bhutan is located on
the southern slopes of the
eastern Himalayas, landlocked
between the Tibet
Autonomous Region to the
north and the Indian States
of Sikkim, West Bengal,
Assam, and Arunachal
Pradesh to the west and
south. Bhutanese people
primarily consist of the
Ngalops and Sharchops, called
the western Bhutanese and
eastern Bhutanese,
respectively.

Bhutan has a wide
diversity of ethnic groups,
starting with a number of
small tribal groups (related to
similar tribes in India and
Sikkim), whose ancestry dates
back to almost three thousand
years. People also migrated
from Tibet, Nepal and
Mongolia. Bhutanese are

followers of the Mahayana
branch of Buddhism with huge
influence of Tibetan and
ancient Indian traditions.

Dzongkha, meaning the
language of the fort, is the
national language of Bhutan.
The country was inhabited
4,000 years ago, there are
archeological evidence
indicating settlements in
Bhutan dating back to 2000-
1500 BC. Bonism (involving
worship of nature spirits and
practice of sacrifice), a pre-
Buddhist religion of Tibet, was
the main religion in Bhutan
before the arrival of
Buddhism.

Seventy-two per cent of its
area is under forest cover. It
has a rich variety of plants and
animals with a very rare Takin,
a species of goat-antelope,
the national animal of Bhutan,
surviving with less than 20
specimen, mostly in the
national park at Thimpu. Paro
is the sole airport situated in
a picturesque valley and
serviced by the Druck Airways,
a national carrier and Bhutan
Airlines with flights to Delhi,
Kolkata and Bangkok. The

capital city of Thimpu is a
picture perfect hill station at
an altitude of 2,334 meters.
The country is a
Constitutional Monarchy with
a Parliament. Over the years,
the previous Monarch, who
abdicated at quite a young
age to hand over the reign to
his son the present King
Khesar Namgyel Wangchuck,
had promoted democracy in
the country so much so that
that the present King
empowered the Parliament to
impeach the King! This is a
marvelous commitment from
an all-powerful Monarch for
the people’s wishes and a
reflection of ushering the
nation to true democratic life.
This should serve as a
lesson to all powerful leaders
of the world, including India.
This has come from the King
not as a largesse but due to
the fact that the Bhutanese
people have deep respect for
their culture, values and
traditions which evolve
themselves into a proud
vivacious nation. It gives more
importance to human values
than simply defining the

economic growth as an
indicator of development.

The Bhutanese Parliament
never wastes time in unruly
scenes but devotes itself in
fruitful discussions. This is in
sharp contrast to what is
witnessed in India. And
because of this, they measure
development on the basis of
Gross National Happiness
rather than on Gross National
Products and this is why they
have become world famous in
coining this term.

Precisely, this is also the
reason why Bhutan is not
unnecessarily promoting
industrial growth and is
emphasising more on social
and environmental
development. Despite
scarcity of resources, all
citizens are entitled for free
education and healthcare.
The needy and the poor are
provided necessary
assistance for livelihoods.
Still, a least developed
country is fast marching
ahead and leads South Asia
in ease of doing business,
peace and rated as least
corrupt nation.

The commercial capital is
Phuentsholing, which is
located in south near the

Indian border. The economy
is based on agriculture,
animal husbandry and
forestry, and is a source of
livelihood for 90 per cent of
the population. The economy
of Bhutan is aligned with that
of India through strong trade
and monetary links. Major
industries include electricity,
cement, calcium carbide,
wood products, processed
fruits, alcoholic beverages,
among others. The main
source of income is
hydroelectric power and
tourism industry.

From the point of view of
tourism, Thimpu, Punakha
and Paro are very important
places. Punakha, nestled
between the male and female
rivers, was the capital of
Bhutan till 1958 when it was
shifted to Thimpu. The
Punakha fort architecture is
inspired by lord Viswakarma
as the fort has an abode for
the mechanical engineer God.

One of the most beautiful
site is the 160 feet Buddha
statue in Thimpu which gives
an impression as if Buddha is
descending from the sky and
resting on the verdant forest.
It can be rated as one of the
most beautiful sites on Earth.
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MPLADS: The problem per3|sts

The Central Information
Commission has expressed
major concern over the way
the MPLADS scheme is
implemented. It is now for
the presiding officers of the
two Houses of Parliament to
take a call

The Members  of
Parliament Local Area
Development Scheme
(MPLADS), which was
launched a quarter of a
century ago, has been mired
in controversy for long years
because of allegations of
corruption and nepotism and
gross violation of the
scheme’s guidelines by MPs.
But a new issue — lack of
transparency — is now at
hand following a couple of
orders of the Central
Information Commission
pertaining to non-availability
of information on projects
which have been supposedly
implemented.

MPLADS provides MPs
five crore rupees per annum
to identify and fund
development projects in their
constituencies, as per the
guidelines drawn up by
Parliament. But the scheme
has been controversial since
its inception because of
violation of the norms by
many parliamentarians.
However, having committed
itself to the idea, the
Government is obliged to
earmark close to Rs 4,000
crore per annum for this
scheme. These funds are sent
to District Collectors, who, in
turn, have to ensure
implementation of projects
identified by MPs in their
constituencies.

Lack of transparency and
accountability in the
execution of this scheme has
come in for adverse comment
from a variety of institutions,
including the National
Commission to Review the
Working of the Constitution

(NCRWC), the Second
Administrative Reforms
Commission and the
Comptroller and Auditor-
General General of India.
Now, the Central Information
Commission has some harsh
things to say about it.
However, despite the severe
indictment of this scheme
from various quarters, there
has been no visible effort by
Parliament to stop the misuse
of funds and to remove the
anomalies. However, one is
bound to hear shrill protests
from MPs if ever it is
suggested that the scheme
be scrapped.

This issue has been dealt
with extensively in recent
orders passed by Prof
Madabhushanam Sridhar
Acharyulu, Central
Information Commissioner in
Vishnu Dev Bhandari vs PIO
M/o Statistics & Program
Implementation and in Ram
Gopal Dixit vs PIO in the
same Ministry.

Referring to the
procedure prescribed in this
scheme, the Information
Commissioner has said it is
the reverse of what usually
transpires in the
Government. In all other
schemes, a work has to be
proposed, its viability has to
be assessed and eventually,
funds have to be allocated
and released. But, in
MPLADS, it works the other
way. Here, the funds are first
allocated, after which the
works are recommended and
the district administration
has to implement it, if it is
viable. Hence, the need for
securing these funds is even
greater.

The Commission said
Parliament is known for
enforcing strict financial
discipline. Not a single rupee
can be spent without prior
sanction, but MPLADS, which
was launched in 1993,

operates differently. PrOJects
are recommended without
studying their viability. Itis a
massive scheme that is totally
discretionary based and
“prone to high corruption”.

The Commission has
expressed major concern
over the way this scheme is
implemented. It says that it
is difficult to prevent
corruption in a scheme which
has such massive funding and
yet is so non-transparent and
s “totally dependent upon
individual discretion with
questionable privileges
coupled with immunity of
MPs”,

In the order in Vishnu Dev
Bhandari’s case, Prof Sridhar
Acharyalu has recommended
that the Speaker of the Lok
Sabha and the Chairman of
the Rajya Sabha provide the
necessary legal framework
for implementation of
MPLADS. He has suggested
that MPs be subjected to
“specific duties and
compulsory transparency
obligations” and that they be
also subjected to liabilities
for dereliction of duties and
breach of rules. They must
be prohibited from spending
MPLADS funds for private
work of MPs; recommending
allocation of funds to
ineligible agencies; diversion

of funds to prlvate trusts;
recommending works that
benefit MPs or their relatives;
and breaching any of the
norms laid down under the
scheme. The legal
framework should also deal
with the problem of assets
created with MPLADS funds
later becoming untraceable.
This has become necessary
because there is no law
governing MPLADS
spending.
